GIUSEPPE GARIBALDI

Giuseppe Garibaldi was born in Nice in 1807. His father wanted him to become a doctor or priest.
When he has twenty five years old he became a patriotic man. When  he meet Mazzini, in Marsiglia he joined the Navy. Until 1848 he remained in Brazil and became a very capable strategist in the war. When in 1848 in Italy exploded the revolutionary movement he returned to Italy and later he was obliged to leave Rome. After he lost his loved wife Anita while he was trying to reach Sardinia.

Garibaldi returned again to Italy in 1854.In 1859,the Austro-Piedmonts war (also known as the Austro-Sardinia war) broke out through the machinations of the Sardinian government. Garibaldi was appointed major general, and formed a volunteer unit named the Hunters of the Alps. In 1860 he was the head of ‘I MILLE’ a group of volunteers who wanted to make Italy free from foreign occupation. With them he took Palermo, Messina and Syracuse, so he freed Sicily. Garibaldi is maybe the most famous character in the mind of the Italians: he represents liberty, independence and courage. A lot of historians believe that Garibaldi didn’t want to create a united Italian government but he wanted to create a republic with him self as leader.
