Gandhi was the greatest leader of the Indian independence movement. He was the pioneer of Satyagraha resistance through mass civil disobedience strongly founded upon non-violence, becoming one of the strongest philosophies of struggles  worldwide.

Gandhi is known as Mahatma Gandhi and is called Bapu (father).

Gandhi first employed his ideas of civil disobedience in the struggle for civil rights in South Africa.

When back to India, Gandhi helped poor farmers and labourers to protest against oppressive taxation and widespread discrimination.

Leading the Indian National Congress, Gandhi worked for the alleviation of poverty, the liberation of women brotherhood, and for the economic self-sufficiency upon the goal of swaraj, self-rule for India.

Gandhi asked the British to quit India in 1942.

However his goal, freedom, came at a heavy cost: tens of thousands died in all  his movements as they clashed with the British.

Gandhi remained committed to non-violence and truth even in the most extreme situations. Gandhi was a student of Hindu philosophy. He lived on a simple vegetarian diet. He used rigorous rituals for self-purification as well as means of protest. All this was done to draw the Indians into the  freedom for struggle.
