A hero is a person that gives all the best of himself and sometimes also his life to help somebody, to have human rights or fight for the survival.

A person that according to me may be defined a hero is Martin Luther King (born on 15th  January 1929, Atlanta) because he devoted all his life to fight against racial discrimination since his childhood. In 1963 he drove an enormous international demonstration in Washington where he gave a speech that began like this :“I have 

a dream…”. In April 1968 King died, hit by the shots of a rifle in Memphis. James Ray, the suspected murderer, was arrested but he denied. He said he knew the murderer but nobody could know the truth because Ray was killed the following night.
