Salvo D’Acquisto  
Salvo D’Acquisto was born in Naples ,17th   October 1920 and died in Palidoro on September 23rd  ,1943.

In  1939 was enlisted as a volunteer in the  Carabinieri corps and  the year   after he went to Libya. Few months later W.W. II started and he was back to Italy in 1942.
He became a “vice-brigadier” at Torre in Pietra  Station, a little rural centre near Rome.
On 22nd September 1942 some German soldiers were hit by a bomb explosion, one died,  the others were injured. The commander of German soldiers accused an unknown Italian attack, and he asked  D’Acquisto’s   cooperation .
 He tried to convince the German commanders that the episode was an accident , not an attack  , but the German soldiers chose 22 poor farmers including D’Acquisto, taking them to the “Torre in Palidoro” for the interrogation; the prisoners repeated that nobody was responsible, but the German commander ordered them to dig a big hole for their tombs.

It seems that the German soldiers wanted to kill all prisoners; but at this point  D”Acquisto accused himself of the accident. He was killed by the Germans on 23rd January1943.

His sacrifice saved 22 people.
