MOTHER TERESA 

The name of my heroine is mother Teresa. She was born in Skopje in 1910 and she died in Calcutta in 1997.                                                            When she was young she liked to read the Gospel with her mother, but nobody imagined that, at 18 years, she would enter the convent. She left for the city of Calcutta, in India, then she took vows and chose a new name, Teresa. From 1929 to 1946, Maria taught at the Saint college, where she became the Director. To mother Teresa it wasn’t enough: she wanted to dedicate herself to the poor, personally, taking care of the single and leprous children. In 1947 she founded the first school for the poor, then she obtained from Pope Pio XII to found the order of the Missionaries of the Charity in 1950. Teresa opened orphanages, schools and hospitals; in 1979 she was awarded  the Nobel prize for peace. Her order counts today more than 4000 nuns, with 468 centres all over the world. All that, Mother Teresa had, she donated it to the others: the only objects that she possessed were two dresses and one small basin in order to wash herself. For this, I think that mother Teresa is a real heroine.
